Community Police

Police Constables Paul Doyle and David Little introduced themselves and explained that they along with PC Graham Hutchison would be our new community police. Craigmarloch Community Council responded by giving a brief history of our successful involvement with the Community Police. The Community Police report included recent monitoring of traffic in Glen Fyne road and Eastfield road in a marked car. They will continue to monitor this.

They also issued a warning that there had been some recent "sneak in thefts" in the area. This is seems predominately to steal cars and to take advantage of cars left running in the morning to heat up.

There was also a recent gang fight in Glen Fyne road involving some boys aged 14-15 which has been dealt with by the Police.

Gala Day

It is proposed to have this at Auchinbee Nursery on Saturday the 2/08/2008 from 12md to 4pm.

Our concern is that although we have not had one for 2 years, we might not have enough volunteers to "man" the stalls etc. After some discussion it was agreed to go ahead but with a scaled down version from previous events until we are sure we have enough volunteers. Decisions made were
