Community Police

Inspector John McTear explained the recent changes due to recent council ward changes. Cumbernauld North has now 4 community police officers. They are PC David Little, PC Paul Doyle, PC G Hutchison and one recent vacancy due to promotion. Inspector McTear gave a summary of recent police activities. Our new Chief Constable was also targeting violent crime. 

Recently in Craigmarloch there has been one house break-in and 7 arrests after a local gang fight (none of whom was from Craigmarloch).

In response to our previous concern of speeding on Glen Fyne road, a marked police van noted a poor response. However there are plans for unmarked police cars to target the area. One of our new community police, David Little has had road traffic police experience and is trained in using a speed gun should further problems arise.

BK thanked Inspector John McTear for attending and for informative update.

Andy McKenzie. Customer Services Manager for Environmental Services (cleansing). NLC

Andy gave a detailed presentation on NLC’s recycling improvements, which explained the theory and practice of alternative weekly collections. The main points from this were:

1. Black refuse bin to be collected every two weeks.

2. On alternative weeks, the blue recycling bin will be collected.

3. The Blue recycling bin will be updated or improved in order for more paper type waste to be included as well as plastics. e.g. yoghurt and butter packaging.

4. There will be 3 different leaflets delivered to all residents informing them of this.

5. There will also be road shows, which will include Cumbernauld giving all residents a chance to air views and ask questions.

BK thanked Andy for attending and for his very detailed and informative presentation.
