Secretary’s report

Broadband

P Gilmour (PG) and A Pearson (AP) gave the meeting an update on this issue. The Scottish Government carried out a national exercise in September/October 2007 to identify areas that could not receive Broadband. At least 40 clusters were identified of which Craigmarloch is one. PG and AP were asked to verify the amounts of people in Craigmarloch by the Telecoms policy unit and it has been confirmed that Craigmarloch is near the top of the list.

The Scottish government has now put this “out to tender” and a decision will be made by the end of March. There are currently three potential contractors so by April 2008 there should be more solid information. PG has also been discussing the problem with another provider who might fund the capital costs of bringing wireless broadband from the Town centre. 

The Community Council thanked PG and AP for all their hard work and it was agreed to put this information in the next newsletter. R Wallace also agreed to pass over the information he collected 3 years ago when trying to find out who in Craigmarloch was affected by this.

Factors

J Storie, again, expressed dissatisfaction over the continuing problem regarding the lack of maintenance in Glen Fyne road. There is currently no factors maintaining the grass areas and the council also do not cover this area. This was discussed at the September meeting and it was agreed that our councillors would try and solve this problem. AC agreed to chase this up.

Community Events

£253.72 was collected and donated to the Scottish Spina Bifida Association at Craighalbert after our Santa float in December 2007. A thank you letter was received from them. 

A discussion was had on the Community council’s future ability to continue with Community events as we have currently less committee members and fewer volunteers to help than in previous years. This year we hope to have our Easter event on the 22nd of March 2008 and our Summer fun day on the 2nd of August 2008.

It was agreed that in order to try and attract more members we would again advertise in the next newsletter and on our website. We also agreed to hold our meetings in the school again (as meeting in the nursery had not increased our attendance) and to arrange some speakers in order to have a theme at each meeting.  

February’s meeting will be on the subject of recycling, our meeting in March will concentrate on our Easter event and in April we will invite speakers from NHS Lanarkshire to discuss the recent health plans for the future of Cumbernauld. BK will organise the recycling meeting and AC will organise the health one. JK will book the rooms at the school for future meetings. It was also agreed to arrange a community email system for interested residents in Craigmarloch to be kept up to date and informed of Community events.

Cumbernauld Community Park

BK gave a progress report from this committee. There has v=been several applications for funding recently e.g. “awards for all” and BBC “ Breathing spaces”. There is a plan to improve and upgrade the area to the side of the school, which will include a new footpath, benches and more planting. NLC are also contributing to this.

In April and May, the pathways will be cut through the park area with “top trek” being used to cover them in June and July. 

 It is hoped to put out a newsletter to the whole of Cumbernauld in order to inform residents of the plans but also to advertise a Bio diversity event planned for the 1st of June 2008. This will be held at the park area and will include contributions from the Palacerigg rangers, Scottish Wildlife trust, a farmer’ market, NLC rangers and Police regarding Quad bikes and members of the Territorial Army

Cumbernauld Community Forum

BK and MO have been attending this recently. There were two presentations given at the January meeting by NHS Lanarkshire on the different plans for Accident and Emergency and by Martin Dickson on the corporate plan.

A.O.C.B

1. It was raised that the solar powered warning lights at the school have not been working since October of last year. AC will inform NLC about this.

2. The plans for house building at Dullutar golf course are continuing. However the number of houses being planned has been reduced from 32 to 15.
