Welcome

BK opened this January meeting with a warm welcome to all in attendance and especially to Gordon McGuire who was providing tonights talk.
Fire Service Talk

Gordon McGuire advised that the Fire (Scotland) Act 2005 changed the service from a fire brigade to a fire and rescue service.  They are now required to be more proactive to stop fires occurring, as well as services such as dealing with car accidents, oil spills, etc.  They also carry out FREE Fire Safety Audits, providing homes with free smoke alarms.  Although Cumbernauld hasn`t had a big history of fires there was a few over the Christmas period.  Fire safety advise is available in several languages and the fire service are keen to extend into hard-to-reach communities.  Several brochures were provided which will be available on the community council website.
Gordon McGuire pointed out that most smoke alarms, including hard-wired ones, do have a 10 year maximum life span, so many within the Craigmarloch estate will be due for replacement.
Approval of previous minutes

The minutes of the previous meeting could not be approved at the meeting due to insufficient numbers of community councillors.  This will carry forward to the February meeting.
Matters arising / Health Centre Services

Jim Smith advised he had a response from NLC advising there was no safety issue at the bus stops as, on inspection, there was a maximum of 10 children at each stop.  Local evidence suggests the numbers are nearer 25-30 at the Northbound stops so Jim Smith will collect photographic evidence and submit this to NLC.

Regarding the Health Centre service changes, BK advised he had a response from Geraldine Queen from the surgery confirming the new service will be an enhanced service, not a lesser service.

Secretary’s Report

 Feedback from Committee Members
Community Forum meeting:  BK attended and will forward round notes on the meeting.
Community Park:    Friends of Cumbernauld Community Park chairman (BK) gave an update on current progress within the Park. The ponds are now being developed.  Lottery have offered an additional £5,000 to support environmental / wildlife activities.  There will be a date in June announced shortly for the opening of the site with story boards.  The new paths at the cemetery and now nearly at Carrickstone, with work due to be finished by Easter.  There will be a walk around the park on 19th April.
Councillors Reports
Councillor Gordon Murray

Cllr Murray raised concerns regarding proposed dumping of 100,000 tonnes of soil from the M80 works at the Dobbies site and at Dunns Wood.  There was also discussion on letters Cllr Murray has on play area funding, potential discrimination within the education department and the lack of a suitable transport policy for Cumbernauld.

Councillor Bob Chadha 
Cllr Chadha updated on the NLC spending plan to bring £10million worth of improvements to Broadwood, which will include completing the missing part of the path and new 5-a-side pitches.  There was also an update on the launch of the Tryst facility and the plans for the council to build affordable housing.
Councillor Alan O'Brien

Cllr O’Brien updated on Croy railway station and his stance to try and get an additional passing lane for traffic to ease congestion.  Discussion also on M80 works and the need to have a protocol in place to resolve any issues that arise during the works.  Has requested detailed maps of the entire project plus information on how many trees are being removed along with plans for future tree planting.  Finally there was a short discussion on the Icon plans of the Campsie Board to place an icon on land beside the graveyard.
