Councillor Gordon Murray

Gordon gave an update on recent changes in local and national government agreements (Concordat), which should improve the co-ordination of services e.g. Health.

He also passed round copies of letters to Gavin Whitefield on the local plan and to Paul Jukes praising his officials for rejecting a recent planning application for house building.

Councillor Alan O’Brien

Alan had to prioritise some of his feedback due to time allowance but did inform us that he has been looking at improvements in future play areas where there is house building but also to improve the portacabin situation at Cumbernauld primary.

He also informed us of a meeting by Westerwood Community Council with Graham McKay from transport, NLC to discuss Croy Railway Station. This was planned for May 20th at 7.30pm.AC will write and ask if we can also attend, as it’s a common interest.

The proposal for a Casino in Cumbernauld has now been dropped. Finally Alan informed us that there would be further discussions on the Health situation in Cumbernauld as he is aware that the current situation is unattainable. Future plans for a 90-bed nursing home with 12 sheltered houses in the Broadwood area will also require health input and he will keep us informed.

Councillor Bob Chadha

Bob informed us of his recent involvement in trying to stop flooding patches in Cumbernauld along with Councillor Barry McCulloch. He has also been involved in meetings regarding the parking at Croy and dumping of car tyres.

He also informed us of a proposal by a local artist to upgrade local underpasses that we might want to consider for Craigmarloch

Finally he informed us of the launch of Lanarkshire Community Justice Authority on the 27/03/2008 at the Airdrie Conference and Events Centre.
